Grilled Beer Brats

DIRECTIONS
1. Step 1- Place a 12” cast-iron skillet on grill and heat to high. Meanwhile, grill brats until charred on both sides, 

about 6 minutes total.

2. Step 2- Once skillet is hot, add onions, bell peppers, beer, and charred brats and cover skillet with lid. Cook 

undisturbed until onions and peppers are caramelized and beer is reduced, about 20 minutes.

3. Step 3- Serve brats in buns topped with onions, bell peppers, mustard, and sauerkraut or relish.

INGREDIENTS
• 6 bratwurst sausages
• 1 large onion

• 1 bell pepper
• 16 oz beer

• Hot dog buns
• Whole-grain mustard

• Sauerkraut or relish

It takes almost zero cooking skills (you do have to know how to turn the grill 
on) to get perfectly charred brats topped with flavor-packed caramelized 
onions and bell peppers! Top with a drizzle of grainy mustard, or get even 

more authentic and add sauerkraut.

Use whatever beer you like, though it’s recommended to skip the IPAs (India 
Pale Ales). Want the flavor, but not the beer? Try a dry cider, non-alcoholic 

beer, or chicken broth if you’re trying to avoid the alcohol altogether.
